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Partnerships to support debtors

“Beit Al Khair” has worked to support those in debt, in coop-
eration with several actors and specialized agencies, foremost
of which is the “Faraj Fund”, which is an institution established
at the initiative of the Ministry of Interior to alleviate the suf-
fering of insolvent inmates and spread awareness to help this
group in the challenges facing it, as the fund helps insolvent
inmates and their families inside the UAE. And it cooperates
with the association annually to release numbers of citizens
in debt, so the association contributes with the fund in paying
off the debts that were the reason for their imprisonment.
The association also cooperates in this aspect with the ho-
tline page in the “Emarat Al Youm” newspaper, and the puni-
tive and correctional institutions in each emirate.

Qualitative partnerships

The partnerships signed by “Beit Al Khair” are based on
strengthening the points of convergence between the objec-
tives of the association and the desire of private or government
agencies to embody social responsibility. As a result, qualita-
tive partnerships arose, such as educational partnerships with
universities to support students from insolvent children, such
as Zayed University, Dubai University, Ajman University, Ju-
meirah University and others, and medical partnerships with
hospitals and health centers to support needy patients, which
are many and have started with the Dubai Health Authority
and a large number of private hospitals in Dubai, the latest of
which was the memorandums of understanding concluded in
the year with Tadawy Specialized Hospital and the American
Spine Center with the aim of strengthening community part-
nership, and supporting the “treatment” project.

Seasonal partnerships

Many seasonal partnerships flourished during Ramadan cam-
paigns to support needy families and vulnerable groups in
Ramadan. Agreements are concluded with partners who sup-
port the “Fasting Iftar” project to break the fast of tens of
thousands of fasting workers daily, and understanding with
Emirates Gas to provide hundreds of gas canisters to families,
and cooperation with sports and entertainment agencies to
organize trips for orphans, make them happy, and honor the
outstanding ones, including the memorandum of understand-
ing with the Dubai International Marine Sports Club, which
hosted 19 outstanding orphans, honored them, provided
them with meals and transportation, gave them gifts, and or-
ganized a cruise for their entertainment and happiness.
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institutional partnerships

“Beit Al Khair” was interested in establishing institu-
tional partnerships with important community and
charitable bodies within the country to achieve char-
itable integration, so it agreed with the Ministry of
Community Development to control and coordinate
some charitable operations, and cooperated with the
Community Development Authority in exchanging in-
formation on eligible citizen families in the Emirate of
Dubai, and concluded an important partnership with
the Fujairah Charity Association, it has accomplished
many joint initiatives and efforts, and another with the
Humaid bin Rashid Al Nuaimi Charitable Foundation
in Ajman, which was the reason for establishing the
association’s branch in Ajman and culminated in the
establishment of the Ajman endowment, which is the
largest endowment of the association outside Dubai.
“Beit Al Khair” is also currently cooperating with
Al-lhsan Charity Association in implementing commu-
nity initiatives to distribute meals to the beneficiaries.

54 million spent by “Beit Al Khair”
on humanitarian supportin 2022

Prelim-
inary data for the
month of December indicat-
ed that the volume of humanitari-
an and emergency aid provided by Beit
Al Khair exceeded 54 million dirhams, it
included spending on projects of the “Fazaa”
program, one of the community solidarity
programs that aims to alleviate the distress
of insolvent citizens and residents, and to
provide them with humanitarian and com-
munity support when they are going
through humanitarian circumstanc-
es that exceed their ability to
face them.

43,7 million emergency aid

The “Emergency Aid” project comes at the forefront of the
“Fazaa” program projects, as it was found that the association
provided emergency aid to the insolvent and those with ur-
gent needs until the end of December, at a value of 24,280,402
from zakat funds, in addition to an amount of 19,697,881
dirhams, provided by the association from alms funds, and
it includes every needy in Emirates land is under emergency
deficit and needs emergency support or urgent relief.

1,8 million for rental issues

“Beit Al Khair” allocated part of its emergency aid to
help lower-income citizens who suffered from rental
problems and issues that threatened their owners with
legal consequences, until the end of December 2022,
the association contributed to the settlement of 44 hu-
manitarian and legal situations and a court ruling issued
against citizens with limited income, with a total value of
1,884,358 dirhams. These cases included 15 rental cas-
es that threatened the stability of the families against
whom lawsuits were filed. The association also made
proactive efforts to pay rent arrears for 13 citizens, be-
fore lawsuits were filed against them, in addition to set-
tling 8 financial cases that threaten their owners with
legal punishment in the event of non-payment.

Project “Treatment” (Eilaj)

“Treatment” is the second project of the “Fazaa” pro-
gram, as it provided support to resident and needy
patients with an amount of 7,406,979 dirhams, after
it was reinforced by the weekly Fazaa electronic cam-
paigns, and the “Zayed Al-Khair” program on Al-Ou-
la Radio, where these two platforms contributed an
amount of 4,144,178 dirhams, from which it benefited
104 patients, 80 of them were rescued through the as-
sociation’s radio program “Zayed Al-Khair” on Radio
Al-Oula, which broadcast 39 episodes. It was able to
motivate listeners and benefactors to provide the bene-
ficiaries with sums of 3,354,884 dirhams. As for Fazaa’s
electronic campaigns on social networking sites and via
SMS messages, they contributed to saving 24 patients
were treated at a value of 789,553 dirhams.

“The Debtors” project (Algharemin)

“The Debtors” project is the third project of the “Fazaa”
program. As of the end of December 2022, an amount
of 2,852,395 dirhams has been spent, which was the
reason for the release of 23 debtors who were impris-
oned due to large debts. Thank you to everyone who
gave and spent with us to present this good and write it
in the balance of their good deeds.

Promoting social responsibility partnerships with various govern-
ment and private agencies is one of the most important strate-
gic goals launched by “Beit Al Khair” for the years 2022-2026,
where the association stems from the importance of cooperation
with institutions operating within the country to advance social
responsibility towards the UAE community. What is meant by the
principle of social responsibility in its simplest sense is the mor-
al commitment agreed upon by individuals, companies, bodies, or
public or private institutions towards the weakest or least-income
and fortunate groups in society, and to contribute some of their
money, effort, thought, or things that can benefit those in need:

Cooperation and integration

These partnerships seek to support the association’s mission
in promoting cooperation and charitable integration aimed at
making people happy and empowering families and the neediest
groups in Emirati society, and raising the level of human develop-
ment in response to what was stated in the ninth item of the fifti-
eth document, where His Highness Sheikh Mohammed bin Rashid
Al Maktoum, Vice President, Prime Minister and Ruler of Dubai,
“may God protect him,” stressed that “the UAE was distinguished
by doing good and giving to others,” as His Highness called for
achieving continuous human growth that keeps pace with devel-
opment and economic progress and blesses it.
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Openness and coordination

The “Beit Al Khair” adopts the policy of “the
door opener” and an outstretched hand for
all cooperation. It is in constant contact
with public and private bodies, institutions,
and companies in order to discuss possible
ways of cooperation and employ common
denominators and goals to formulate hu-
manitarian and community initiatives, and
build funds that collect donations to serve
a charitable project or a segment that de-
serves help. The Association cooperates
in particular with community entities that
are not authorized to collect donations, so
the association collects donations for them
within a written understanding and specif-
ic purposes and procedures, ensures that
funds are spent on the purpose specified
by a joint decision, including the Memo-
randum of Understanding with the Emir-
ates Down Syndrome Society, which helps
provide treatment or quality education for
children with symptoms of this syndrome.
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Throughout its journey, which is
about to enter its thirty-fifth year,
the association has woven various
and important partnerships with
more than 130 governmental and
private entities, some of them have
achieved the goal of their estab-
lishment, and some of them are still
active and continuous, such as the
strategic partnership that brought
together the “Bait Al Khair” and the
Dubai Islamic Bank, and it lasted for
more than 30 years, during which the
bank used to provide an installment
of the zakat money that it takes out
annually from the depositors’ funds,
to be assigned to “Bait Al Khair” to
spend on the lowest-income citizen
families, the latest of which was
the initiative of the “Dubai Islamic”
board of directors to provide 20 mil-
lion dirhams to “Bait Al Khair”.
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There are important partnerships with actors in the Dubai government that have
contributed to strengthening the association’s activity in the Emirate of Dubai, in-
cluding partnerships that still exist, such as cooperation with the Dubai Police Gen-
eral Command in the field of supporting the families of repentant prisoners, sup-
porting cases nominated by the leadership for assistance, human rights cases, and
providing donations to the association to spend on charitable purposes. Also, recent
years have also witnessed remarkable cooperation between “Bait Al Khair” and the
General Directorate of Residency and Foreigners Affairs in Dubai, to cooperate in
paying residency fees for needy cases who are unable to pay the fees, and with the
Standing Committee for Labor Affairs emanating from it, to provide meals for work-
ers in seasons or when their companies fail, so the association contributes to their
care and feeding them until they are re-employed or deported to their countries,
and this cooperation culminated in providing millions of meals to make the workers
happy that contribute to the development process.
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Day after day, the UAE affirms that it
is the land of compassion and solidar-
ity, due to the volume of charitable or
government spending, relative to the
population, which is a landmark indi-
cated by the human footprint record-
ed by this young country in the global
record of giving.

In the past, the people of the Emirates
established a unique system of social
solidarity; where the responsibility of
the individual extended to include the
entire district in addition to it and all
the families who lives there. This sys-
tem relied on the values, initiatives,
and teachings of the true religion, so
it was based on zakat, charities, Fazaa,
alms, gifts, hospitality, and feeding
food. After the oil boom, the state’s
giving extended to include peoples
who suffer from the deterioration of
the humanitarian situation for what-
ever reason.

The late Sheikh Zayed bin Sultan Al
Nahyan, may God rest his soul, was a
role model in giving, as he spent 90.5
billion dirhams during his reign, while
the number of countries that benefit-
ed from development, humanitarian
and charitable aid and assistance ex-
ceeded the barrier of 117 countries,
and in his footsteps the leadership of
the UAE has been at the top of hu-

manitarian giving for years, and it is
still at the forefront.

The concept of social solidarity has
evolved into a complete approach
guaranteed by the constitution, as
Article 14 stipulates that: “Equality,
social justice, provision of security and
tranquility, and equal opportunities
for all citizens are among the pillars of
society. Solidarity and compassion are
a strong bond between them.”

In 2017, the “Beit Al Khair Associa-
tion” was able to reflect the distin-
guished reputation of the institutional
charitable work that flourished within
the country, it was chosen from among
156 Arab charitable and humanitarian
associations to win the award for the
best charitable performance in the
Arab world, which was launched by
His Royal Highness Prince Muham-
mad bin Fahd bin Abdulaziz, Chairman
of the Board of Trustees of the Prince
Muhammad bin Fahd Foundation for
Human Development, within a tough
competition, in which the finest tech-
nical, administrative and institution-
al standards required in the work of
charitable institutions and associa-
tions, where arbitration was entrusted
to the Arab Organization for Adminis-
trative Development of the League of
Arab States.
